NUNEATON BOROUGH F.C.

The first record of Nuneaton having
a soccer club was in 1903 when a
side was entered in the now long
defunct Trent Valley League. Steady
progression through various district
leagues was made until the Birming-
ham Combination was joined in season
1910-11,

The Club’s record in the F.A. is
reasonably good although they have
not had much luck in the past few
seasons. In season 1949-50 they reach-
ed the 3rd Round of the Cup for the
first time in ‘their history, but were
beaten 3 -0 at Exeter City. Their
next success was in 1953 when Wat-
ford wvisited Manor Park in the Ist
Round and were beaten 3-0 before a
crowd of 12,665, but after forcing
Queens Park Rangers to a 1—1 draw
at Loftus Road, they were beaten 2— 1
at Manor Park before a record crowd
of 13,062, The following season in
1954-55 a wvisit ‘to Brentford in the
Ist Round resulted in a 2——1 defeat.
