The London Youth Games

These Games were first held in 1977 as The Silver Jubilee Youth Games
with the finals held over two days at Crystal Palace. A ‘Champion Borough’
Cup was presented but no individual medals.

The Games presented an excellent opportunity to stage & Festival of 16
different sports where the youth of 33 boroughs could compete as a team.

As the Games were generally considered to be a success, it was decided to
make them an annual event and this year, 1979, they were repeated as The
London Youth Games, staging 18 different sports.

This year Individual Medals were presented in addition to the ‘Inter
Borough Cup’ and Harrow carried off 17 medals.

It was noticeable that many boroughs were now turned out in some form
of team uniform, ranging from tee shirts to track suits bearing the borough
name. Harrow were only able to afford embroidered badges provided from the
limited funds of The Harrow Sports Council.

In 1980 we should aim at sending our young sports people in some form
of borough kit so that they may see themselves as a team and give each other
support. It is hard to cheer your team on if you can’t recognise them.

It is therefore hoped to raise money from various future events and
possibly some sponsorship and Wealdstone Football Club have graciously
agreed to inaugurate the Harrow, London Youth Games Fund 1980, with
proceeds from this match tonight.

Wealdstone Football Club are doing their bit, so let us hope that others
follow suit over the months ahead so that both our youth and the people of
Harrow can be proud of their team on August 1st/ 2nd 1980.
