told the club to go back to the
drawing board.

The club’s plans included a new
stand, which would involve mov-
ing the main pitch by 90 degrees,
extra pitches and increased car
parking. The improved facilities
were to enable Wasps to become a
regional centre for rugby excel-
lence, as well as a sporting and so-
cial resource for the surrounding
district.

But the planning committee, in

the face of protests from local
residents, have recommended a
proper traffic management system
for match days around Repton
Avenue; complete closure of the
Repton Avenue entrance to team
coaches and pedestrians who
might want to park in Repton and
Eton Avenues; and scrapping mov-
ing the main pitch which would
bring the stand nearer to neigh-
bouring homes.

The decision left the chairman
of Wasps ground development
committee, Mark Rigby, saying:

“Leaving the ground is now on the
agenda. Wasps are looking at a
number of options. There are two
or three venues out of the borough
we are looking at.

“This is a significant stumbling
block and will hopefully be re-
solved. It impacts on the funding
programme and puts the club in
jeopardy.”

Meanwhile, the rugby action
still goes on. This Saturday Wasps
play a Courage League game at Re-
pton Avenue against Sale. kick off
3pm.
