Judge’s order lifts financial cloud

WEALDSTONE FC were back in total
control of their finances this week when
they came out of administration after al-
most four years.

Their release was confirmed after they
receiving a sealed order made by High
Court Judge, Mr Justice Lindsay.

The order lifts a huge financial cloud
from the club. Since they voluntarily
went into administration on July 6 1992 it
has cost them something of the order of
£200.,000 in fees for solicitors, administra-
tors and accountants.

Said a delighted club chairman, Paul
Rumens: “I'm very, very glad that it’s
over. It's major good news for Weald-
stone FC.

“What it means is that we are now sol

vent as a company and as a football club
which is particularly important in our run
up to finding a new stadium.

“For all parties concerned, we need to
show we are able 1o manage a site in fi-
nancial terms and this will obviously give
us the chance to show we can stand on
our own feet.

“But the most important factor about
coming out of administration is that our
club will now be run by the board of direc-
tors and shareholders, and not by outsi-
ders who are basically there to do a job
from a financial point of view 1o ensure

that all creditors are paid up.

“The point of administration is (o give
creditors a chance to claim their money.
As far as we are aware, Wealdstone do
not now owe any money to anybody.”

However, Mr Rumens stressed that the
club will continue to lose money until
they find their own stadium, but on that
score he had encouraging news.

“Hopefully* we are getting closer and
closer to cobbiing together partners in or-
der for us to obtain a new stadium, a job
that would have been made that much
hard if we were still in administration.

“We are forcing the issue as quickly as
possible and expect to have news in rela-
tion to a new home before the start of
