O’Brien found a Jon-Barrie
Bates shot too hot to handle.
There were two close calls
in the closing minutes. Only a
remarkable goalline clearance
by Gary Boreham prevented
Geoff Sawyer snatching a win-
ner for the visitors, and
Wembley then broke straight
upfield where the legs of
O’Brien kept out Keith
Boreham’s close range effort.
