NO two ways about it -
Wealdstone’s performance on
Tuesday was an absolute disgrace
as they crashed embarrassingly out
of Middlesex Senior Cup in extra
time to Combined Counties League
side, Ashford. writes John
Comfort.

But sadly Stones then lost the
script, and showed a worrying lack
of both character and commitment
as.they headed, almost resignedly,
for the cup door.

When Jim Hegarty lumbered
through to fire against the wood-
work it should have sent out warn-
ing signals but Stones continued ta
be lax in all departments and it was
no surprise when poor defending
allowed substitute Andrew
Eggington to fire in Ashford’s
equaliser with seven minutes to go
to take the tie to extra time.

The visitors needed just 40 sec-
onds of the extra period to inch
ahead, the casual Paul Lamb losing
