Axe to fall or
Wembley fina

THE axe is about to fall on the Wembley Stadium
final of the Russell Grant Mnddlesex Charity Cup.

Middl County Foot-
ball Association have failed lo break the deadlock with
the Stadium over the exhorbitant charges being deman-
ded for staging the final and a meeting of the Associa-
tion’s finance and general purposes committee now
seems sadly certain to finally pull the curtain down on
the showpiece event.

The asking price for the Stadium has leapt from £5,000
last year when Wembley and Hendon contested the final
to an amazing £20,000, plus 22 and a half per cent of the
gross gate takings this year, and the cynics not unnatural-
ly suggest that the increased charges have arisen due to
the inclusion of several of London’s glamour profession-
al clubs.

Unable to reach a compromise with Wembley over the
charges, the County FA turned to sponsorship in the
hope of saving the event. But their efforts in that direc-
tion have also ended in failure.

Said a very disappointed County FA y Peter
Clayton: “The writing is now very much on the wall.

“At the moment we have been unable to secure a spon-
sor to underwrite the cost and it is increasingly unlikely
that we will be going to Wembley.

“Obviously it is a great shame because we were hop-
ing to use the event to supplement the Benevolent Fund
which has paid out a great deal of money on worthy
causes, more this year than we have had money in.”

But despite the bitter blow of not being at Wembley, the
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COMFORT

County still plan to hold the Charity Cup Final this year and
have initially approached Brentford in the hope of staging it at
Griffin Park.

‘Other likely alternatives are Chelsea and Queens Park Ran-
gers, who both entered the competition for the first time this sea-

son.

“The final will definitely be played this year,” said Mr Clay-
ton “and we are hoping that one of the professional clubs will
host it so that we can repeat the festival event of last year, prob-
ably at the end of May.”

And despite the lems they have encountered over the ve-
nue for the final, County FA are still hopeful that they will
be able to return to Wembley Stadium next year.
